Officers respond to call of stolen property: Morro Bay Policeeceived a call abouwn individual

who was seerfollowing a FedEx delivery truck on December 13, 2017, and was believed to have
taken a package from a residence on that date. Thanks to good investigative work, the suspect
was arrested for possession of stolen property and babikeo the San Luis Obispo County jail.
The Morro Bay Police Department would like to remind all residents that during holiday time to
be aware of any packages that may be delivered to your home. See the infographic below for
more holiday safety tips:

Holiday Tips to Prevent Delivery Theft

1. Schedule your delivery for when you are availsble. USPE, FedEx, and UPS
will work with you to schedule the delivery of your packsges for a time when
LM eome i3 homme.

2. TUse sisnatore confinmation This requires the packasze be sismed for ensoring
it is delivered into your hands and not left st your door while you are not homs.

3. Ship and pick up at your local post office. USPS, FedEx, and UPS all offer
zarvice to hold packsges at their facilities allowing you to decids when to pick
it up.

4. Provide delivery instroctions. Thisves are nsnally opportonists and want to et
in amd oot of 2 location quickhy. Having a packsge left out of zight can prevent
it from being stolen because a thief may not take the time to search for the
package.

5. Have packages delivered to your workplace, if allowed by your emplogner.
TPE, FadEx, and TT5PS will dsliver to businesses during, bosiness hours.

6. Consider an slternate destination. Have a packags delivered to a nearby family

member or 3 neighbor who is home during the day. Someons you knowr and

trest who is willing, to accept yoor packaze and prevent it fiom sitting omn youor
porch

HKeep a camera pointed at your front porch. Security cameras allow you to see

if there are packagzesz waiting for you. If a packase iz stolen security Camers

footage can Fid the police in catching the thief

What to do if a Package is Stolen

1. Check around your honse. Sometimes the delivery driver will leave a packaze
in & less obwions location jn #p_stterppt jo prevent your packsges from being
ztolen.

Smoke in the air: The Fire department is closely monitoring the Public Health Department and
the Air Pollution Control District to assess air quality in the Morro Bay area. This will help to
identify any potential health impacts from the Thomas Fire and to inform the aconiipnabout
safeguarding individual health. The99 masks will be distributed to areas of the county
experiencing air that is unhealthy as measured by the Air Pollution Control District-3he N
masks require a tight seal to be effective and as a rethdtavailable adult sized masks will
provide only limited protection for most children-86 masks when fitted properly provide

some protection from the fine particles in smoke. Ordinary dust masks and surgical masks do
not provide this protection. Morr@®ay fire department will be a distribution location for the N
95 masks with the assistance of the CERT volunteers, a fire department program that trains
community members to prepare for emergency situations.

Thomas Fire in Ventura and Santa Barbara County: As of Friday, December 15, the Thomas

with 730 residences destroyed.

Our Engine 5391 with a crew of four is still on the working in Santa Barbara County providing
structure defense and fire line holding. Prior to working above the community of éétot

our local Strike Team provided structure defense near the City of Fillmore and Ventura. They
are on day 11 of the incident and are hopefully being released later this week. Our Fire Chief
has returned from his assignment on the California Incidéabagement Team #4.

Emergency Operation Center Training for our Community Emergency Response Team (CERT):

This week, our CERT members were introduced to our EOC and Emergency Plan as part of thei
annual training at our Community Center on Kennedy Wayr CERT members were introduced

to the Incident Command System (ICS) and their roles during an activation of our Emergency Plan
to include situational awareness for the Plans section and assisting numerous positions within
our EOC.

11)Parks: Replaced vandalized door handle/latch at Tidelands andrbduar handle at
City Park.

12)Tidelands: Installed-posts/orange fence for street to park barrier during Winter Fest.

13)Tidelands: Repaired pirate ship ladder by welding new metal plate and mounting with
new bolt pattern.

14)Del Mar: Adjust and gauge test botkw irrigation pressure regulators, check all
stations for coverage.

15)Del Mar: Restripe N. parking lot and rebar mount all wheel stops.

16)Vets Hall: Power snake and clear mainline clog through ADA RR.

17)Vets Hall: Installed new 1 GPM aerators in (3) kitdhewets to improve water
conservation.

18) MB CommunityCenter (MBCC)Replaced electrical ballasts and bulbs in burned out
fixtures inside building.

19)MBCC: Installed and bolted down (2) large rail sections in front patio of Senior Center.

20)MBCC: Cleaned all sars and lubed mechanical motor rod that operates Senior auto
door.

21)Harbor: Power snake and clear mainline sand clog from clean out.
